Theme description
The questions in this section should be answered in detail, to give a full picture as to what the Theme wants to accomplish, why the Theme should be established, and its potential for scientific and societal impact (max 2 pages).
Include:
· Describe what the Theme is about. How does it connect to the science that is performed - or can potentially be performed - at synchrotron and neutron facilities (preferentially both). Who is the Theme primarily aimed at?

· Describe the need(s) the Theme will address, who will benefit and what the added value will be. For example, why is the Theme scientifically promising, why it is not currently sufficiently addressed, why it is needed now, why and how does it bring different research groups and communities together, what is the relevance for national and international research communities.

· Which national and international research communities it is aimed at? How will the Theme bring in new users to MAX IV and ESS.

· Explain how the Theme connects to LINXS’ mission, and why the Theme should be hosted by LINXS.

· Describe the potential for impact, scientific or otherwise, of the Theme?

· State the Theme duration (up to three years).

· Describe the LINXS focus area(s) that the Theme is connected to, for example life sciences. If there is more than one connected focus area, enter the primary and secondary.

Suggested Core Group

Who will be in the core group of the Theme? Describe the level of engagement, competence and relevant networks (provide the motivation for the inclusion of all core group members, including the applicant who is usually the core group leader). A core group should have at least two members from partnering organisations. Note that the Theme Leader and/or members of the core group may be asked to participate in regular meetings with the LINXS management. It is the responsibility of the applicant to ensure that the proposed core group members are aware that they are named in the application. The core group members need to be prepared to commit their time and to confer regularly. Groups that are gender balanced are favoured if all other considerations are equal. Core groups that maximise the collaborative scope across disciplines are also preferred. The core group should contain the working group leaders as members, and you are encouraged to include members from outside partnering organisations.

Initial activities and Working Groups
Describe, in as much detail as you currently can, the plan for activities of the Theme, including the working groups envisioned, and their leaders. Please describe the titles, aims and ambitions of the working groups, as well as how they will contribute to the Theme. Note that members of working groups typically volunteer their time in kind, whereas a small salaried contribution may be decided to cover coordination for working group leaders employed at partnering organisations.
